A period is a special end mark for a sentence that tells. It looks like a 

round circle.    . 
Example: I like my dog. 
 
 
A question mark is a special end mark for a sentence that asks. It looks 

like this.    ?  
 
Example: Do you go to school? 
 
 
Remember a period ends a sentence that tells something.
