What is an Inference?

An inference is a Reading skill. When the reader puts together his or her life
experiences with the words of the author, he or she is using inferencing skills. A
student who uses inferencing skills can read between the lines to figure out what
the author means.

Examples

to add fractions. Maria smiled and said, "Now | get it!"
