What is Main Idea?

The main idea of a text is what the text is written about.
The main idea is the subject or main topic of the text.

Example:

Let’'s say the main idea of a paragraph is that a butterfly has an
unusual life cycle. The paragraph would then include specific details
about the life cycle of the butterfly which support the main idea.

What is Plot?

Plot is the series of events that happen in a story. Plot is one of the
